Only does with original NPGA registration
papers may participate in sanctioned classes. Transfers accepted within 90 days of transfer date. Original registration
papers must be presented at check-in. Does over 6 months of age should be tattooed or micro chipped before the day
of the show. Registration papers not required for wethers. Only goats in good health will be allowed at the show.
Please do not bring goats with contagious diseases, even lice, to the show.

PLACE: Shows will be held at the Marion County Fair on the Oregon State Fairgrounds in Salem, Oregon. Please enter
through the GRAY gate off Silverton Road. We will be located in the NW corner of the Livestock Pavilion.

SHOW TIMES: Friday show will start at 1 PM. Shows on Saturday & Sunday will start at 10 AM on both days. Futurity
classes will be held Saturday after the sanctioned doe classes. Futurity entries are eligible to be shown in the sanctioned
classes

ARRIVAL TIME: All goats must be in place by 10 AM on Friday July 8, 2011 and all vehicles must be removed from the
fairgrounds by 9:30 AM. Release time will be 6 PM on Sunday, July 10. Exhibitors wishing to arrive on Thursday July 7
should check with the show secretary.

CHECK-IN: Check-in will be at 11:00 AM on Friday, July 8. All goats must be checked in before the start of the show.

ENTRY FEES: $6.00 per goat per class. Entries must be post marked by June 17, 2011. This is 1 week earlier than in
previous years as the fair needs an earlier pen count. If the entry is received by 06/17/11, the show will make changes
to the entry at no charge until 06/24/11 as long as there are no pen changes. After 06/24/11, any changes will be
charged a late fee of $5.00/goat/class in addition to the $6.00 class fee. Changes within the same class will be accepted
after the deadline without a late fee. No refunds of entry fees for any reason will be made after June 17, 2011.
Showmanship fees are $2.00 per class.

PENS: $6.00 per pen which includes straw bedding. WPGC members receive 1 free pen. Tack pens will be provided to
all exhibitors at no charge. Please remember you are at a fair — it is important to keep your area clean. Decorations
and information about the goats are always welcome.
